Their dosas are temperamental - they have some brilliant days, and then some particularly bad ones.

2. Beekays
Warm salami slices. Mayonnaise - the really unhealthy kinds. Steaming buns. That's what makes the amazing salami (chicken) burgers at Beekays, and you can never eat just one. The pizzas, and momos are equally good at this fast food joint that sits opposite the LIC building on Mall Road.


3. Café Sol, Hotel Combermere
One of Shimla's most iconic landmarks, Combermere's Café Sol boasts a well-stocked bar, and an ample choice of cuisine from Indian Chinese to Italian. Give the pastas a miss and instead order from their selection of sandwiches.

MANALI
Places of interest
You can either hire a local taxi (around Rs.600/-) or an auto rickshaw to visit the local attractions.
1. Solang Valley & Snow point 
Solang Valley & Snow point are worth visiting. Beautiful sceneries.

2. Akhara Bazaar
This bazaar is one of the famous market and shopping areas of this valley. This market remains open all throughout the year and people from all across the globe come here to shop various collections of gudmas, puhlas, shawls, etc.

3. Rahala Waterfalls
It lies on the way to the Rotang Pass and only 16 kilometers away from Manali. The surrounding areas of this waterfall are extremely marvelous and the location also leaves a picturesque view.

4. Rohtang Pass
Rohtang Pass, is a high mountain pass on the eastern Pir Panjal Range of the Himalayas around 51 km from Manali. It connects the Kullu Valley with the Lahaul and Spiti Valleys of Himachal Pradesh, India. CLOSED ON TUESDAYS

5. Bhrigu Lake 
Bhrigu Lake is a lake located at an elevation of around 4,300 metres in Kullu district, Himachal Pradesh, India. It is located to the east of Rohtang Pass and is around 6 kilometres from Gulaba village. It is one of the striking lakes of Kullu Regions, extremely loved by nature lovers. One can get the best shots during sunrise while morning sun rays make a glary effect on the waters.

6. Hidimbi Devi Temple 
Hidimbi Devi Temple, also known variously as the Hadimba Temple, is located in Manāli, a hill station in the State of Himāchal Pradesh in north India.

Situated at the foothills of Trikuta mountain, Katra is the gateway to Vaishno Devi shrine, the second most important temple in India. Katra lies on national highway 1C about 42 km from Jammu.
The town serves as base camp for pilgrims on their way to Vaishno Devi which is 13 km uphill. Yatris or pilgrims also have to get their Yatra Parchi (token numbers) at Banganga in Katra. This Yatra Parchi is essential for every pilgrim going to Vaishno Devi Temple.
At an elevation of 2474 ft above mean sea level, the town thrives on the religio-tourism industry. Katra is a shoppers’ paradise. The markets of Katra stock dry fruits, garments and leather goods. It is a good place to buy garments embellished with Kashmiri embroidery.

Chunri’s, Shawls and Sari offered to Vaishno Devi by devotees can be bought from souvenir shops run by Vaishno Devi Shrine Board.

The best time to visit Katra is between the months of March to October. During this period the weather in Katra remains pleasant. December to March is also good time to visit if you like snow and do not mind the winter chill.

· Register themselves at the booking counter Katra and get the yatra slip
· Get permission for the video camera, if interested.
· Check the identity card of the Pithoo, Pony and Palki before hiring them.
· For ease of Journey Travel as light as possible, since all the facilities are available on the track.
· Avoid the use of Polythene bag to protect the environment.
· Throw the waste in the waste-boxes available.
· Walk on the track only and enjoy the beauty of the nature. Wrong track can lead to disastrous results.
·  While leaving for the Darshan of the Holy Shrine, deposit your belongings at the clock rooms and get the receipt.
· Donations are to be made at the donation counters and get the receipt duly signed.








Places of interest

1. Mata Vaishno Devi
Mata Vaishno Devi is a manifestation of Mother Goddess and is popularly known as Mata Rani and Vaishnavi. The Holy Cave of Mata Vaishno Devi is located at an altitude of 5,200 ft in the Trikuta Hills, which is known as the Bhawan. 
The Darshan of Mata Rani is open throughout the year. The deity is in the shape of three natural rock form known as Pindies. Maha Kali, Maha Laxmi and Maha Saraswati constitute the holy Pindies.
The cave does not have any idols, pictures and statues inside. It is believed that the cave presents with darshan of about 330 million Hindu Gods and Goddesses, who are said to have worshipped Mata Rani. Moreover, it is believed that during pujan and aarti, all the Gods and Goddesses arrive to pay their respect to the Mother.

2. Himkoti 
Himkoti is visited by tourists as the sight gives a beautiful view of the entire valley. It is situated at a distance of 2.75 km from Adhkunwari on the new track. The sight does not have any traditional or religious significance but is visited only because of its natural splendour.

The Shrine Board has developed a view point and is categorised with restaurants, dosa counters, cooked meal shops, medicare shops and cassette counters. Devotees find this place adequately spacious to rest, relax and enjoy the scenic beauty. There is also an artificial pond, a garden and a meditation centre in Himkoti.













AMRITSAR

1. Harmandir Sahib
The Harmandir Sahib, also Darbar Sahib and informally referred to as the "Golden Temple", is the holiest Sikh gurdwara located in the city of Amritsar, Punjab, India. The city was founded in 1574 by the fourth Sikh guru, Guru Ram Das.

2. Akal Takht

Jallianwala Bagh is a public garden in Amritsar in the Punjab state of India, and houses a memorial of national importance, established in 1951 by the Government of India.

DEHRADUN & MUSSOORIE

Mussoorie is a hill station and a municipal board in the Dehradun District of the northern Indian state of Uttarakhand. It is located about 35 km from the state capital of Dehradun

Places of interest
1. Robber's Cave (Dehradun) 
Robber's Cave is a river cave formation located approximately 8 km from the centre of Dehradun City. The cave is about 600 metres long, divided into two main parts. The cave has a highest fall of about 10 metres.

2. Kempty Falls
The Kempty Falls are situated on the hilly tracks of Uttarakhand, India, 13 km from Mussoorie on the Chakrata Road. It is nearly 1364 meters above sea level.

3. Mall Road
Mussoorie’s Mall Road offers all that is expected from a typical Indian hill station. Restaurants and cafes coexist alongside videogame parlours and souvenir vendors. There are two opposite ends of the Mall Road, referred to as Library and Picture Palace sides by locals. 

The Mall Road runs through the town and also offers pleasant views of verdant hills and valleys on almost every nook and corner. It is no doubt the throbbing artery of Mussoorie that gives it life.

4. Lal Tibba 
This is as high as it gets in Mussoorie! Lal Tibba is the highest point perched at 2,346 metres above sea level, and a must-visit attraction. 

Surrounded by dense clusters of pine and deodar trees, Lal Tibba gives you a chance to behold some of the most picturesque views of the Himalayan Garhwal mountain range called Bandarpunch or Hanuman’s Tail. Don’t forget to carry your camera – plenty of beautiful pictures to be taken here!

 At present, it serves as the base camp of Indian military services and broadcasting towers of Doordarshan and All India Radio are positioned atop it. 
The point is provided with a Japanese telescope that offers a panoramic view of the adjoining areas that are dotted with many old colonial buildings. Kedarnath, Badrinath, Bandarpunch and other Himalayan ranges can be clearly viewed from here with the aid of the telescope. 

5. Gun Hill
The spectacular Gun Hill is among the most famous tourist attractions of Mussoorie. It is the second highest peak in the region after Lal Tibba. There is an interesting history that backs the popularity of the Gun Hill. It is said that from this hilltop, the British used to fire a canon every afternoon to help the natives know the time. 

Perched 400 ft above the Mall, this enthralling place of tourist interest can be reached through a cable car ropeway. This peak offers stunning views of snow-clad Himalayan ranges namely Srikantha, Bandarpunch, Pithwara and Gangotri. Besides, the splendid view of Mussoorie town and Doon Valley would leave you completely spellbound. The point has many shops, restaurants and stalls where one can indulge in games like balloon shooting and hoopla.

6. Benog Wildlife Sanctuary
Around 11 km from Library Point, the Benog Wildlife Sanctuary is a part of the popular Rajaji National Park. Home to a variety of rare and common fauna like Himalayan goat, panther, leopard, deer and bear, this park is among the most visited tourist destinations in the hill station of Mussoorie. The sight of several indigenous and exotic birds, including red-billed blue magpie, mountain quails and White Capped Water Redstart make this place a paradise for birdwatchers. 

In addition to a large number of fir and pine trees, this sanctuary is populated with several medicinal plants. From here, you can behold spectacular views of the snow-covered Chaukhamba and Bandarpunch peaks. Abundant greenery, rich fauna and rare avifauna make this park a boon for nature lovers and adventure enthusiasts. Visitors can undertake a trek to explore the wilderness of this place.

HARIDWAR

Haridwar is a sacred territory where pilgrims come from across the world. It is among the most revered pilgrimage centers of India which occupies a prized position in hearts of Hindus. The meaning of Haridwar is 'Gateway to God'. It is set amidst calm and attractive surroundings at the foothills of the mesmerizing Himalayas. It is believed in the Hindu traditions that one must visit Haridwar at least once in a lifetime. It is a magnificent place where the holy river Ganga enters the Indo-Gangetic plain of North India. The scenic beauty of Haridwar is equally mesmerizing. The views of the holy river Ganga and majestic mountains are the sights to behold.

The hilltop temple of Mansa Devi is very popular as she is considered to be the wish-fulfilling goddess. You can either walk up the hill or take the cable car. The Maya Devi temple on the riverbank and the Chandi Devi temple on Neel Parvat are some of the other important temples.

Places of interest

· Pawan dham is a modern temple made by using glass pieces. The temple was constructed by the attempts of "Swami Vedantanand Ji Maharaj." The temple is one of the popular tourist attractions.

· Kankhal is a small colony situated in Haridwar. Kanakhal is famous for its Daksheswara Mahadev Temple and Maa Anandamoyi Ashram Kankhal & Patanjali Yog Peeth. Kankhal is one of ' Five Pilgrimages' (Panch Tirth) in Haridwar. The other four are Har ki Pauri, Kushwart (Ghat in Kankhal), Bilwa Teerth (Mansa Devi Temple) and Neel Parvat (Chandi Devi Temple).

· Doodhadhari Barfani Temple is located in the ashram "Doodhadhari Barfani Baba", this is one of most elegant temples in Haridwar. There are temples of Rama-Sita and Hanuman with white marbles in the complex.


RISHIKESH

Rishikesh is one of the most holy cities in India. It is to be found in the Dehradun district of Uttarakhand.Rishikesh sightseeing includes visiting famous the places in and around Rishikesh.
Holy city of Rishikesh in Uttarakhand is home to various tourist attractions. A place where divinity and nature combine and give the choicest of experiences, it seeks to be a perfect abode for people seeking piety, tranquility and wisdom. Rishikesh is the ideal base camp for exploring the majesty of the mountains and conquering the torrents of the river. Spiritual pursuits and adventurous quests form an important part of its traveler influx. 

Places of interest

· Triveni Ghat: 
To be found in the heart of town, is the most famous bathing ghat, where most pilgrims take a holy dip earlier than they visit the various temples. This is done generally in the early mornings, with the pilgrims offering prayers and milk at the Ghat and feeding the fish in the water. An amazing sight here is the evening arati, a ceremony accompanied by lights, drums and chanting, with the entire ghat lit with lamps glowing from a distance.

· Rishikund
Close to the Triveni Ghat is the very old place of Rishikund where the Saint Kubz is said to have been blessed by the Goddess Yamuna, who filled the pond with her water. The temple of Raghunath dedicated to Lord Rama and his wife Sita is sited here.

· Bharat Mandir
Near the Ghat, is the temple known as Bharat Mandir said to be the oldest temple here built by the Adi Shankaracharya. This 9th century temple has the deity of Lord Vishnu carved out of a single black stone popular as Saligram, and is placed in the inner chambers of the temple. The original temple was said to have been destroyed in 1398 AD. If you are lucky, catch the spring festival also called Basant Panchami celebrated here.

· Shopping
The bazaars of Rishikesh are a shopper’s paradise. Here you can buy beautiful wall paintings and wooden furniture to give your home a rustic haveli look.

VRINDAVAN
Vrindavan is a town in the Mathura district of Uttar Pradesh, India. It is the site where according to Hinduism, Lord Krishna spent his childhood days. The town is about 10 km away from Mathura, Krishna's birthplace on the Agra-Delhi highway.

Places of interest

1. Banke Bihari Temple
Shri Bankey Bihari Mandir is a Hindu temple dedicated to Lord Krishna, in the holy city of Vrindavan in the Mathura district It is situated near to the RADHAVALLABH JI Temple.

2. Prem Mandir Vrindavan
Prem Mandir is a religious and spiritual complex situated on a 54-acre site on the outskirts of Vrindavan, Mathura, India. It is dedicated to Shri Krishna.
